ECC ClIr Bentley sent a written report —

e NEPP application has been passed and Clir Bentley will
be writing to residents once he has details of timescales
etc.

CBC ClIr Davidson had attended a CBC Local Plan meeting and
advised that Part 1 of the Local Plan has not been proven and
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that the consultants were not working in harmony with the
Inspector. This matter is becoming urgent as any reallocation of
the housing need could put pressure on rural villages. CBC Clirs
are intending to challenge the consultants. Cllr Davidson
advised that he allocated some of his Locality Budget to West
Mersea in exchange for a WW1 Soldier Silhouette being
donated to each of the villages that he represented.
