• It was noted that there are currently a lot of bats in 
the area and the meeting was reminded that it is 
illegal to disturb them.

• James Lambert advised that the Post Office will be 
operating from the Community Shop on Fridays 
between 1.30pm and 3.30pm from 12th November on 
a trial basis. All normal Post Office functions will be 
available except the checking of passports.

111/21 Reports from County and Borough Cllrs 
CBC Cllr Davidson reported on the arrangements for 
Remembrance Day activities in Colchester. He advised that 
the Planning Service wee very short of staff and there was a 
back log of applications awaiting processing.
